CLTS User Guide

This event is used to report animals that have moved off of a premises that bear an approved CCIA or USDA RFID ear tag. This document
provides instructions for both options of uploading information, directly online and file upload.

A premises ID number is required to submit a move out event, but it does not need to be registered to a CLTS account. To obtain your PID from
your provincial registrar click here for contact information. Click here for instructions on adding your provincial PID to your CLTS account.

Note: in order to successfully submit this subsequent event on a USDA tag, an imported event must have been applied first.

Entering an event directly online uses online forms to submit information to the CLTS. Unlike the file upload method, you do not need to use a
spreadsheet program. However, if you lose your internet connection or turn off your computer before receiving a transaction ID the information
you have entered will not be saved. If you are using dial up internet we recommend limiting your submission to ten entries.

Hint: One tag range with one event date is one entry and can be easily done with the directly online method.
